In selecting the recipients for this year’s awards, the scholarship committees require:

Official school transcript of grades (to date)
Proof of application/entry to post-secondary

Two letters of reference affirming accomplishments and efforts made to improve the quality of
life for young people/others through volunteer work and/or other activities

Proof of demonstrated leadership:

A one-page description (450 words max) of how their leadership has made a difference in the
life or lives of others in their school and/or community — add proof of demonstrated leadership
that has made significant impacts to the social, ethical and collaborative fabric of school/
community (provide 2 examples of service; and 2 of leadership)

Leadership examples may include, but are not limited to: Arts, trades, physicality, scholastics,
social justice, equity, well-being, diversity, advocacy, and cultural responsiveness.
