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ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE TOOLS

Starting April 27, students in Grades 10-12 will have access to Microsoft
Copilot through their school accounts as part of the district’s existing
Microsoft 365 licenses.

Rather than introducing something entirely new, this change formalizes

and supervises tools that many students already encounter outside of

school. Our goal is to ensure students learn how to use Al thoughtfully,
ethically, and appropriately within an educational setting.

Copilot is designed to support learning tasks such as brainstorming
ideas, organizing thinking, and revising work. Students will be taught to
use Al as a support for learning—not a replacement for their own
thinking. Expectations around academic integrity, originality, and
appropriate use continue to apply.

Students are expected to be transparent about when Al tools are used
and should never enter personal or sensitive information. Teachers will
provide guidance about when and how Al use is appropriate for specific
assignments.

Al literacy is becoming an important part of preparing students for
post-secondary education and the workplace. Our focus is on helping
students understand how these tools work, their limitations, and how to
use them responsibly.
